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Covid-19 has no national borders. It affects all of humanity and we are in it together.  Developed economies with high income may be able to withstand the impact of Covid-19 better than emerging (developing) economies.  However, because of the interdependence of nations it is in the self-interest of developed nations to help the needy nations of the world. Inadequate healthcare infrastructure and a lack of safety nets (like unemployment insurance, Medicaid, social security, etc.) makes developing countries more vulnerable to Covid-19.  Countries must look after each other to contain the spread of the virus and in the process help ourselves.
